Titles and Terms of Address for Christian Leaders

These are formal fitles, which would be used for formal written invitations and documents.
Typically people in their own Church would address them in this manner if they are Orthodox.
However if you know someone reasonably well you may address them differently. Address in
some churches has become more relaxed but the protocol still exists.
